made during the 11th century in Britain and Scandinavia.

The horse is short and stocky - typical for British horses at the start 
of the medieval period; its saddle and harness are based on 

examples in the Bayeux Tapestry.  The rider wears thick woollen 
clothes and a heavy cloak, suitable for travelling on horseback.
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Each year members of the 
public, particularly metal 
detector users, discover 
thousands of archaeological 
objects.  The Portable 
Antiquities Scheme offers these 
ý nders a way of contributing 
to our heritage by voluntarily 
recording the objects they ý nd.
